The national champion of each country or best club of countries
without a championship. If the national champion team does not
participate the 2" or 3™ team of this country can substitute. The CMAS
commission and the organizer decides on the participation.

Only official team members are allowed to play. The player has to be
an active playing and paying member of the team the player represent.
Team-license (team-passport) is necessary. If a player or whole team
is not on the CMAS license list before the Champions Cup starts, the
person or team has the possibility to play by issuing a penalty license.
The license is issued by the underwater rugby commission
representative at the Champions Cup. To get a penalty license each
player has to prove club membership and a fee of €15 (15 EUR) has to
be paid for each player. The underwater rugby commission will make
random checks after the Champions Cup, among all the players
participating, to check if the information given is correct. If a club is
caught cheating it is disqualified from the tournament. Its position will
be eliminated from the final result list. Also players on the approved
CMAS sports license list can be checked after the Champions Cup to
established club membership. If a player or team has not got their
CMAS sport license in time from Rome (although if they have
requested issued them in time), we shall give them the chance to play
the cup. They will of course have to pay the penalty fee at the
Champions Cup, but will get it refunded after the Champions Cup if
they can prove that they have requested them in time and their names
appear on the CMAS sports license list. This will be arranged by the
CMAS commission.

Men and women play separate cups. Women are allowed to play in
men’s team.

Four women teams. If less the women'’s cup is cancelled.

Four men teams. If less the men’s cup is cancelled.

If less than four teams in total are registered. Only the registration fees
will be refunded. All other expenses (travel, hotel, etc.) are at the
teams own expense.

The international UWR rules of C.M.A.S. with the following exceptions:
* Match time is 2 * mm minutes ineffective time (playing time does not
stop during breaks) with 3 minutes break. The match time depends
on the total amount of teams participating in the event (men plus

women).

* Final games will be 2 * 15 minutes ineffective time with 5 minutes
break.

» Each match will be decided. If the game ends in a draw there will be
a penalty shoot out, starting directly with one shoot out at a time,
from each team, until one of the teams have won (this means that
the first penalty shoot out round could decide a winner). The blue
team will start attacking and the white team starts defending (no lot is
used). No sudden death will be used.

» The winning team during regular playing time gets 3 points. The
winner of the penalty shootout gets 2 points, the looser of the penalty
shootout gets 1 point.

» The playing mode will be published on the internet when all teams
are registered.

The protest fee is € 100 (100 EUR) or equivalent in local currency.

« A written protest must be handed to the protocol table no later than
30 minutes after the game has ended.

» The protest will be logged in the match protocol.

» The organizer will notify the Chief Referee.

The Chief Referee will summon the Tournament jury and choose 2

team representatives and 1 referee so that no members of the jury will

have the same nationality or have been involved in the game which the

protest concerns.

» One referee (Chief Referee or referee appointed by Chief Referee).

» Two team representatives (each team will name one person at the
team leader meeting).

Each nation participating have to provide one International referee or
candidate referee dedicated to refereeing at their own expense (i.e not
playing for their team and costs paid by the team). Nations without a
referee have to pay € 200 (200 EUR).

The Chief Referee will approve the candidate referees.

Participation in the Champions Cup takes place at one’s own
responsibility. Berliner Unterwasser Rugby or VDST or CMAS or any
other local organization will not liable for any personal or material
damages.
